Thank you to students, parents and staff for your 
dedication to education and for your continued 
support.  As a school community, we will  
continue to strive for excellence in all areas.  
A few examples of strategies that are being  
implemented are: 
 

Safe and Caring 

¶ Our school environment is branded with 
SOLE behaviour support values (Respect for 
Self, Others, Learning and Environment.)  

¶ All students in the school are linked to a  
family group.   

Each year, Alberta Education reports on numerous performance 
measures for Alberta school divisions in a report known as the  
Accountability Pillar Report.  Our updated results show that 64.8% of 
students (combined in grades 6 and 9) achieved the Acceptable 
Standard on the Provincial Achievement Tests, and, 9.6% achieved 
the Standard of Excellence. 

Updated results on the Provincial Diploma Exam courses show that 
78.9% of students achieved the Acceptable Standard, and 13.8% of 
students achieved a Standard of Excellence.  

In PRSD, we place a strong focus on literacy and numeracy. Both 
skills are crucial to the overall development and whether these skills 
are strong or weak, they have a ripple effect that impacts all subject areas. In addition to providing 
the support and resources our students and staff need, we place a divisional focus on the  
Collaborative Response Model. The model is rooted in the foundation of collaboration among staff, 
data-informed decisions, frequent and formative assessment practices, and timely intervention to 
ensure all students experience success. 

Thank you to our students, staff, and parents for your dedication to student achievement. It is 
through learning and working together that students are provided with high quality educational  
opportunities that allow them to experience their full potential.

Students visited a 
number of stations designed to demonstrate the 
dangers of farm equipment and other dangers 
found on a farm, such as chemicals and live-
stock.  Students also experienced a little of what 
life would be like after suffering a concussion or 
losing a hand in a farm accident. Thank you to 
NPARA and Manning Elementary School for 
hosting this event.  Thank you also to Paul Rowe 
students Skylar G. and Sam S. for volunteering 
to help with this event. 

Manning RCMP educate students about the possible 
consequences of all types of impaired driving  

Manning RCMP officers recently visited our school to 
speak to our students in grades 9-12 about the  
consequences of impaired driving - whether by  
alcohol, prescription drugs or other drugs.  As part of 
the presentation, volunteers from the audience 
donned special glasses that mimic being impaired 
and were directed through the Standardized Field  
Sobriety Testing used by officers in the field.  Thank 
you to the Manning RCMP and to our school  
Students Against Drinking and Driving chapter for 
hosting this assembly and educating our students!
